They had made relationships
that were like family here and were loved
and accepted. They said they didn’t want to
leave their new friends. One American
family made a difference in this Iraqi family.
The picture above represents one American
talking to a refugee and becoming friends.
It is our desire to connect American families
with refugee families in order to make
lasting, loving friendships. We cannot tell
you how wonderful and open these new
families are. Because we at Oasis have
already started these friendships by giving

them clothes and furniture, we have an
opportunity to further that friendship by
connecting them with you. The English
teachers experience this connection every
week as they pick up the students for class
and get to know them. Friendships deepen
as they spend time with them in their homes
and help them adjust to their new country.
We believe that we are making a difference
as more people “step up” (see next page -
Trivia Night) and get involved with one
family.
